4. Partly fill the hole with the concrete to a level approximately 200mm below ground level.

5. With the socket in place, continue to fill the hole tamping the concrete around the socket
until half way up.

6. Insert the post into the socket and check with a spirit level that the post is upright,
continue to fill around the socket with the concrete until ground level is reached. Fi
7. Check that the post is still upright. Remove the post and allow the concrete to set for \f :
